5. Appropriate outerwear for early May

7. Full Scout Uniform 

8. Pocketknife & Totin Chip
9. Toiletry items 

10. Toilet Paper

11. Insect repellent (no aerosols allowed)
12. Canteen or water bottle with water
You will not need any extra gear.  No food, beverage, CD players, Game Boy, cell phones or other electronic gear is allowed.  After registering, you will be assigned to a clan.
